
A Look at Holy Name Province 
 
 

Overview 
 
The Province of the Most Holy Name of Jesus is the largest group of Franciscan friars in the United States. 
With its headquarters (provincialate) in New York City, the community serves primarily the East Coast with 
locations in Massachusetts, Connecticut, Rhode Island, New York, New Jersey, Pennsylvania, Maryland, 
Delaware, Virginia, North Carolina, South Carolina, Georgia, and Florida. Friars also serve as missionaries 
in Asia, Africa and South America. 

A province, into which the Franciscan Order is divided, is normally defined by geographic boundaries. Holy 
Name is one of seven provinces of the Order of Friars Minor (OFM) in the United States, where there are 
also various communities of Capuchin and Conventual Franciscans. 

A province provides a variety of fraternal communities and apostolic ministries within an organizational 
structure that promotes order and well-being. A province is the "home" for an individual Franciscan where 
he finds brothers who share his ideals and values, communities which help him to seek God through 
prayer, meditation and interaction with others, and ministries through which he helps to build up both 
Church and world. 

Brief History  
Holy Name’s U.S. roots began with the arrival of Franciscan missionaries from Italy in 1855 and Germany 
in 1876 in the territory that was to become the Holy Name Province. In 1901, those early foundations were 
regrouped and the Province was formally established with 113 members. 

In 2009, HNP will join in the commemoration of the 800th anniversary of the founding of the Franciscan 
Order.  
   
Members 
Today, Holy Name Province is very much typical of the American melting pot with members representing a 
variety of ethnic and cultural backgrounds. 
 
The Province includes 375 friars, broken down as follows: 
Brothers: 71  Priests: 280 Bishops: 1 Missionaries: 14 
 
Leadership 
The central administration of Holy Name Province is located in the heart of New York City. It is responsible 
for the care of its members, orchestration of dozens of ministries, as well as maintaining relationships with 
the dioceses in which the friars live and minister in the U.S. and a few other countries. As Holy Name is just 
one of the many provinces of the Order of Friars Minor, this central office is also the primary link to the 
international headquarters in Rome, Italy. 

The administration includes the provincial minister, provincial vicar, provincial secretary, and 
provincial treasurer.
